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CONSULTATION FOR PROPOSED ADMISSION ARRANGEMENTS 2018/2019

As you may be aware, The Excel Academy is its own Admissions Authority. The School
Admissions Code 2014 states that Admissions Authorities must consult on their Admissions
policy at least once every seven years, even if there have been no changes during that period.
The Excel Academy are not proposing any changes.

Accordingly, the Governors are undertaking this statutory consultation process with the
parents and other stakeholders for The Excel Academy including:

e parents of children between the ages of two and eighteen;

e other persons in the relevant area who in the opinion of the admission authority have
an interest in the proposed admissions;

e all other admission authorities within the relevant area (except that primary schools
need not consult secondary schools);

e whichever of the governing body and the Local Authority who are not the admission
authority;

e any adjoining neighbouring Local Authorities where the admission authority is the
Local Authority; and

¢ in the case of schools designated with a religious character, the body or person
representing the religion or religious denomination.

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COLLEGE ADMISSIONS POLICY:
ACADEMIES SECONDARY (11-16 YEARS)
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Policy Aim

The College Academies Trust intends that all admissions are given the same, fair treatment and
the Trust will act in accordance with, and will ensure that the Members of its Independent Appeal
Panel and any Clerks supporting the panel, are trained to act in accordance with all relevant
provisions of the Schools Admissions Code and the Schools Admission Appeals Code published
by the Department for Education, DFE (“the Codes”) as they apply at any given time to maintained
schools and with Equalities Law and the law on admissions as they apply to maintained schools.
For this purpose, reference in the Codes or law to “admission authorities” shall be deemed to be
references to the Governing Body of the Trust.

Relationship to Guidelines, Procedures, Other Policies & Legal Requirements

Notwithstanding the generality of paragraph 1.1, of this Policy, the Trust will take part in the
Admissions Forum, set up by Stoke-on-Trent local authority (LA), and have regard to its advice.
They will participate in the co-ordinated admission arrangements operated by the LA and the local
in-year fair access (IYFA) protocol.

Not withstanding any provision in this policy, the Secretary of State may:

a) Direct the Trust to admit a named student to an Academy within the Trust on
application from a LA. Before doing so the Secretary of State will consult the Trust.

b) Direct the Trust to admit a named student to an Academy within the Trust if the Trust
has failed to act in accordance with this policy or has otherwise failed to comply with
applicable admissions and equalities legislation or the provisions of the Codes.

The Trust shall ensure that parents/carers and ‘relevant children’ will have the right of appeal to an
Independent Appeal Panel if they are dissatisfied with an admission decision of the Trust. The
Independent Appeal Panel will be independent of the Trust. The arrangements for appeals will
comply with the School Admission Appeals Code published by the DFE as it applies to Foundation
and Voluntary Aided schools. The determination of the Independent Appeal Panel is binding on all
parties.

The Trust shall prepare guidance for parents/carers and relevant children about how the appeals
process will work and provide them with a named contact who can answer any enquiries they may
have about the process. The Trust may, if it chooses, enter into an agreement with an LA or any
other organisation for it to recruit, train and appoint appeal panel members, and to arrange for the
process to be independently administered and clerked.

In paragraphs 2.3 and 2.4 above, ‘relevant children' means:

a) In the case of appeals for entry to a sixth form, the child; and
